Editorial Page Board Application
 
The role of the editorial is to present a knowledgeable and carefully researched stance on campus issues. In the past, the paper’s head news editors were responsible for writing editorials. Beginning in the spring of 2009, editorials are now written by the editorial page board. The board has five to seven members, and we will use the application to get a better sense of your background as a writer and potential board member.
 
Applicants should be aware that serving on the board requires a substantial time commitment. Board members will meet each Sunday to brainstorm topics and adopt official positions for that week’s editorials. Each board member should expect to produce the first draft of one editorial per week. 
 
The application contains two parts:
In Part A we ask you a few questions about your experiences at Brown. We aim to select board members with a variety of experiences, so applicants should not worry about answering incorrectly.
In Part B we will have you submit two writing samples.
Both parts are due Monday May 3 at 5 p.m.

We may also call some applicants back for interviews.
 
Conflicts: We ask that board members not write news and opinions pieces for campus publications outside of their commitment to the board. We also ask that board members not serve on UCS or UFB while on the board. Previous or current experience working for other publications, UCS, UFB or the University will not affect your eligibility. Besides editorials, board members will not be able to write other content for The Herald during their tenure on the board.
